2. Describe how the need for this program was identified.

3. Provide any research or scientific basis for the program.  If the program was developed according to evidence-based practices, provide that information.
4. A) If the program is new, discuss possible applications for additional populations.  B) If the program is a replication, discuss its results as compared to the expected program results.
5. Describe program efforts to reach its targeted population and the actual results of those efforts.

6. Provide evidence that the program is a best practice.  Evidence can include evaluation outcomes, local support or recognition.  Evidence must also address the following questions:
A) Has this practice been published?  If so, where and when.
B) Has this practice received an award?  If so, please explain.
C) Provide any additional evidence that the program was effective and a best practice.  Evidence can include assessment results or some other measure of participant change.
7.  Address how the program has recognized and fulfilled ethical responsibilities to the families of the target population.  Examples include appropriateness for various ethnicities and administration with regard to current FERPA and other applicable laws.
